Ambrose L. Lucas, Jr. of Fayetteville, N.C. was the son of the late Ambrose L.

Through these activities Ambrose developed lifelong
friendships. Although he was admitted to Fayetteville State University, he
decided to leave school to begin his work experience. 

 He was a faithful employee at the Fort Bragg School System ensuring the
facilities were always in good condition for the children and staff. Upon his



retirement he became an entrepreneur starting his own business, Lucas
Cleaning Service. Family was very important to Ambrose and he continued a
special bond with his parents throughout his life and always remembered the
mandate from his Mother; “be kind to your brother and sisters”. From his prior
marriages, he always felt blessed to have his wonderful children,
grandchildren and great grandchildren who were his ultimate joy.
