Lewis was united in
Holy Matrimony to Sandra Pace on April 21, 1997, who he loved faithfully with
all his heart. From this union one daughter Asia Elexis 
Robinson was born. When Asia was born family members say he had a
notepad and wrote down word 
for word what the doctors were giving Sandra and Asia while in the hospital.
He was such a great dad 
and protected the two of them. You wouldn’t see one without the other Asia
could have anything she wanted, and he made sure that she wasn’t spoiled
but he taught her early the value of money. Asia gave him the most precious
gift of all which was his granddaughter Raelyn Denece Spencer. Raelyn was
Pa-pa Baby. He would make her baby food everyday from his kitchen. He
would always send Asia pictures of his 
gourmet meals he prepared for Pa-pa Baby. He enjoyed babysitting and
spending time with Raelyn. 
When he came into the room Raelyn would reach for her Pa-pa and he was
there to take her every time. He enjoyed buying his granddaughter lots of
things just to see the smile on her face. Preceded in his death was his father
Lewis Elwood Robinson, his grandparents Doris Henrietta and Harvey
